Now that school is out for the summer, 
are you afraid the only thing that will get 
a workout in your house is the TV?  
While some TV viewing can be entirely 
appropriate, too much can quickly turn 
some kids into "tube junkies." 

It's your call on how much TV your kids 
can watch. However, limiting the time 
spent in front of the TV generally means 
kids will put more thought into and be 
more selective about what they watch. 
Here are a few suggestions on how to 
limit TV time this summer: 

Keep the TV off for a whole day. 

This is the 24-hour test. If your kids 
don't know what to do with their time, 
it's a good clue that they are too depend-
ent on television.
